The Committee noted the information, without taking formal action and requested 
that staff look into environmental concerns about the use of plastic to produce 
16,000 single-use plastic bottles. 

4.3 Urban Runoff Study with Stanford University.

Mr. Hossein Ashktorab, Recycled & Purified Water Manager, reviewed the 
information on this item, per the attached Board Agenda Memo, and Professor 
Richard G. Luthy, Stanford University Professor, reviewed the information 
contained in Attachment 1.

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The Committee received the information without formal action, and noted the 
following:   
 
• The City of San Jose’s Regional Wastewater Facility Master Plan indicated 

that capturing stormwater from Alviso’s stormwater pump stations for 
treatment at the nearby SVAWPC would be cost prohibitive since the 
availability of water would be dependent on rainwater. 

 
• Professor Luthy mentioned that there are currently no regulations on storm 

water quality, and we could only use best judgment on quality of storm water 
to become part of water supply; that his team is working with the Los Angeles 
Department of Water and Power (LADWP) for an improved design for dry 
wells; that LADWP plans to reduce dependence on imported water through 
recycled water, and storm water supply; and suggested to use the 2600 acres 
vacant land along Coyote and Interstate 237 as hydraulic buffer, a storage 
pond, and treat it like a control bed. 

 
• Professor Luthy indicated that his team has no expertise on ecological flow 

issues, and that he would be relying on Valley Water to provide a team that 
would be part of the discussion. 

 
Dr. Arthur M. Keller, public member, asked whether flood water from north county 
can be reused in the San Francisquito area.  Ms. Struve explained that VW was 
researching a  decentralized approach to groundwater recharge that would use 
local stormwater at suitable sites in the county as part of the FloodMAR study 
which was discussed at the last Water Conservation and Demand Management 
Committee meeting.

SUMMARY:
A. Collaboration with Partners

Santa Clara Valley Water District (Valley Water) continues to collaborate with its partner, the
City of Palo Alto, to develop the first phase of the Public Private Partnership (P3) Purified
Water Project consisting of an Advanced Water Purification Facility (AWPF) and
appurtenances in Palo Alto. Staff continues to develop agreements with our partners that are
required to proceed with the first phase of the P3 Purified Water Project. Staff is currently
undertaking efforts to ensure the project is in compliance with the California Environmental
Quality Act.

Valley Water and the cities of City of San José and Santa Clara continue to meet to discuss
agreements required for a potential second Purified Water Project.

Additionally, staff continues to coordinate with land use agencies and property owners along
potential pipeline route being considered as part of the P3 Purified Water Project being
developed.

B. Public Private Partnership

A briefing for the short-listed P3 Respondents was held on February 23, 2022 to provide an
update on the status of the:

Subsequent to this briefing, confidential one-on-one meetings have been held with each
Respondent to hear their questions and insights. Staff and the project consultants continue to
refine the project technical requirements and engage in conversations with impacted parties
on refining project requirements.

C. Outreach supporting the Purified Water Project

Outreach staff has been working on raising awareness and support for Valley Water’s 
expanded reuse efforts, including the Purified Water Project. Staff continues to conduct public 
and private virtual tours of the Silicon Valley Advanced Water Purification Center to 
demonstrate the technology used in the advanced purification process. The team has been 
meeting with community leaders from faith-based organizations and community-based 
organizations to introduce Valley Water’s potable reuse efforts, the Purified Water Project and 
encourage a private purification center tour for each agency. The team reached out to 
organizations primarily in San José and Palo Alto, as well as pipeline route cities. In February, 
staff hosted 4 virtual tours and met with leaders from University AME Zion Church and 
University Lutheran Church in Palo Alto. Valley Water is enhancing its outreach efforts with a 
paid advertising campaign that includes multilingual digital, radio, social media and television 
ads stressing the importance of water conservation and purified water.

A public meeting on the Well Control Zone to restrict drinking water wells near the recharge 
ponds occurred on March 10, 2022.

SUMMARY:
A meeting of the Joint Recycled Water Policy Advisory Committee (JRWPAC) is tentatively scheduled
for April 21, 2022.

Review of the proposed budgets FY 22/23 for SVAWPC and SBWR
On March 2, 2010, the Recycled Water Facilities and Programs Integration Agreement
(Integration Agreement) was executed between the City of San Jose and the District. The Integration
Agreement requires on an annual basis that the parties review the budgets of South Bay Water
Recycling (SBWR) and Silicon Valley Advanced Water Purification Center (SVAWPC) and make
recommendations for the ensuing fiscal year for the maintenance, expansion, replacement,
improvement, and operation of the SBWR and the SVAWPC. At this juncture, the anticipated
proposed fiscal year 2022-2023 budget for SVAWPC is $6,108,379. The proposed fiscal year 2022-
2023 budget for SBWR is forthcoming and expected to be available in early April.

The PowerPoint presentations for the JRWPAC meeting are currently under development by Valley
Water and City staff.

South Santa Clara County Water Reuse Collaboration.

RECOMMENDATION: ..Recommendation

Receive an update on the Technical Working Group’s discussion regarding recycled water planning,
opportunities and challenges in South County and provide feedback.

SUMMARY:
The Santa Clara Valley Water District (Valley Water) and the Cities of Gilroy and Morgan Hill have a
long history of collaboration to ensure the utilization and expansion of water reuse in South County.
Since 1999, South County water recycling has been anchored by partnering agreements that have
promoted the development and expansion of the South County Recycled Water System. Valley Water
established the Joint Water Resources Committee (Committee) with elected officials representing the
Cities of Gilroy and Morgan Hill to pursue collaborative relationships and agreements to support
recycled and purified water expansion.

In August 2021, the Committee recommended the establishment of a Technical Working Group
(TWG) to further evaluate the opportunities and constraints of:

· One Comprehensive Water Reuse Agreement,

· Consistent water reuse terms and conditions countywide,

· Provisions to advance water reuse and purified water production, distribution, and
wholesaling, and

· Cost sharing accords to integrate water conservation, water reuse, and water supply.

The Committee’s recommendation was subsequently approved at a joint meeting of the Valley Water
Board and the City Councils of Morgan Hill and Gilroy.  At the request of their Mayor, the Gilroy City
Council adopted a slightly amended resolution that included provisions to advance water reuse and
purified water production, distribution and wholesaling in South County that is beyond the South
County Recycled Water Authority and includes water purification.

The inaugural meeting of the TWG took place on September 21, 2021, and included representatives
from the City of Gilroy, the City of Morgan Hill, and Valley Water.  The TWG has virtually met monthly
since September.  For this update, staff will present our interagency discussions regarding South
County recycled water planning, opportunities and challenges to strengthen and enhance current and
future non-potable and potable water reuse, and options to update current legal agreements to
improve water reuse in South County.  Staff will present feedback received from the Joint Water
Resources Committee meeting held January 5, 2022.  The presentation will highlight the TWGs
recent examination of our 1999 and 2006 Producer-Wholesaler Agreements and discuss prospective
additions and revisions to bring these legal provisions up to date.
